RULES AND REGULATIONS 
The purpose of Hermosa Doggie DayCare is to provide a protected 

and exhilarating social environment for small breed dogs and 
puppies. Weight limit for each dog is 25lbs and under. To ensure 
the safety and health of your family member and of our other 

guests, we require you to please comply with the following Rules 
and Regulations: 

 

LEASHES: 
All dogs must be on a leash and under your control at all times when either entering or 
leaving Hermosa Doggie DayCare. 
 

TOYS AND BEDS: 
Please do not bring these items. They won’t be needed; we have plenty of stuff! 
 

FLEAS: 
All dogs must be flea free and/or on a flea prevention program such as Advantage or 
Frontline.  Any pet checking in with fleas or flea dirt present will be bathed upon entrance 
at owner’s expense. 
 

HEALTH: 
All dogs must be in good health!  Owner acknowledges that their dog(s) 
has/have not been ill with a communicable condition (such as Giardia or Kennel 
Cough) in the last 30 days.  All dogs must be spayed or 
neutered. 
 

SHOTS: 
Owners must submit written proof that their dogs are current on Rabies, 
DHLPP and Kennel Cough vaccinations.  Specifically, the vaccines required are 
Distemper, Hepatitis, Leptospirosis, Parvovirus, Parainfluenza and Bordatella.  
(These shots are commonly referred to as DHLPP, or 5 in 1, and could include 
or have the kennel cough vaccine as a separate inoculation.) For convenience, 
they can be faxed or E-mailed to us. 
 

MEDICATION: 
For pets requiring meds, there is a $3.00 charge per administration per pet.

If the 6-month period lapses, you will 
forfeit any remainder of your pass. 

*ALL OTHER PAYMENTS MUST BE PAID IN FULL AT TIME OF PICKUP 
 

Late charge of $10 if you pick up after 7 p.m. on weekdays  
& 6 p.m. on weekends. 

 
PAYMENT CANCELLATION POLICY:  Please notify us 24 hours in advance to cancel your 
reservation, or a one-day fee will be assessed. For your convenience, we can keep your credit 
card on file and also renew your DayCare Pass when it runs out!
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Frequently Asked Questions 

 
Q: Why would I want to bring in my dog for daycare? 
A: Not only is daycare fun, it helps reduce stress and anxiety from being 

left alone.  It also improves social and mental skills. (Dogs are social 
animals, and naturally enjoy companionship!)  

 
Q: What should I bring on my dog’s first day of DayCare? 
A: Just your dog & your dog’s leash and collar with ID tag.  City Ordinances 

require all dogs to be on a leash when entering and exiting our facility. 
 
Q: What are your hours of operation? 
A: We are open Monday through Friday from 7 a.m. to 7 p.m., and on 

Saturday and Sunday from 8 a.m. to 6 p.m. 
  
Q: Do I need to bring food for DayCare? 
A: No . . . not necessary. 
 
Q: Should I bring a bed and toys? 
A: No . . . not necessary. 
 
Q: Do you give medications? 
A: Yes; however there will be a $3 charge per administration of non-

injectable meds only. 
 
Q: Do I need to make an appointment? 
A. Yes.  If your dog is visiting for the very first time, you would need to 

make an appointment for the initial interview process.  After that, we 
will take walk-ins if space is available.  It's always best to call ahead!
